Read the text below about heterogeneity in the English classroom.

The English language classroom has long been characterized as a heterogeneous space, resulting
from many factors that can be either internal to the individual, such as personality, confidence,
motivation and learning style, or external, such as their mother tongue, background knowledge,
and cultural knowledge. These days, however, these individual differences have been increasing
due to a process of interaction and integration caused mainly by the Internet, movies, and TV.
Young people, nowadays, grow up as “digital natives” (Prensky, 2001) and learn English in a
rather informal context at a very young age. Yet, not all young people make use of these resources
to the same extent. As a result of the discrepancy between those students who use English to a
great extent through, for example, frequently playing computer games, and those students who do
not use the English language at all outside the school context, the English classroom has been
more and more receiving students of highly heterogeneous knowledge concerning the English

language.
